The Oil and Gas Regulatory
Authority (Ogra) on Friday
slashed the price of im-
ported liquefied natural
gas by up to 20.57% for the
consumers of Sui Southem
Cas Company (SSCC) and
Sui Northern Gas Pipelines
Limited (SNGPL).
According to a notifica-
tion issued by Ogra, for the
month of July, the price of
re-gasified LNG for SSGC con-
summers has been reduced by
$4.6501 per million British
thermal units (mmbtu)
while for SNGPL consumers

the price has been reduced
by $3.3088 per mmbtu.

The regulator slashed the
weighted average sale price
of RLNC by 20.57% for the
distribution network of
SSGC. After the reduction,
the price of RLNG will go
down to $17.9575 per mmbtu
for July from $22,6076 per
mmbtu during June.

Similarly, the weighted
average gas sale price for the
SNGPL distribution network
has decreased by 15.93%.
With the reduction, the rate
of RLNG will come down
to $17.4603 per mmbtu for
July from the June price of
$20,7691 per mmbtu,
